Someone once said that a good metaphor for the Catholic Church would be, 

“here comes everybody!” This points to the diversity of the Church and the 

universal nature of the Church, which is after all what the word “Catholic” means. 

No matter where you are in the world, even if the language spoken is completely 

unknown, you can go to Mass and feel at home because the Mass is the Mass from 

the gilded basilicas of Rome to a humble structure in the campos of the Dominican 

Republic. Often in ministry we priests have a particular insight into the universal 

nature of the Church and how through our faith and our parish we experience the 

reality of this. Over the last week I have been struck by this in a unique way. Last 

Thursday at St. Columba I went from a tragic wake where I was speaking with and 

trying to console the family to a meeting with a couple that I am preparing for 

marriage. Surely an emotional swing. Saturday at St. Mary’s I had a funeral Mass 

for a long time parishioner and less than half an hour after I left Fr. MacDonald had 

a baptism welcoming our newest parishioner. Later that day he presided at a 

wedding as a couple began their life together. From the joys to the sorrows we 

priests are there for it all, often on the same day hours if not sometimes minutes 

apart. But it is a sign of two vibrant parishes with people who know the Lord and 

the importance of turning to Him and the Church in these milestone moments of 

their life.
